Title and Nature of the Event

The event shall be known as the “Huntington Tavern, Wildest Off Road Dash”                                                 and will be a multi club Short Course Off Road Event conducted on private property, known as “The Wilderness” Kempton on the 14th May 2011.

The event will be Round 2 of the 2011 Tasmanian Off Road Series.

Authority And Permit

The event will be conducted under the International Sporting Code of the Federation de I’ Automobile (FIA), the National Competition Rules of the Confederation of Australian Motor Sport Limited (CAMS), the Standing Regulations for Short Course Off Road Events, these supplementary regulations and any further instructions or bulletins that may be issued. CAMS Permit No: 711/1405/03
The event will be conducted under & in accordance with CAMS OH&S and Risk Management Policies, which can be found on the CAMS website at www.cams.com.au

Entry Details

Entries open upon publication of these regulations and will remain open until scrutiny on the 14th May 2011. Entry fee will be $150.00 if received on or before 2nd May 2011. For entries received & accepted between 3rd May & 14th May 2011, the entry fee will be $200.00 All entries must only be on the official entry form and entry fee accepted at start of scrutiny, for vehicles eligibility to start race. All cheques etc. are to be payable to the Southern Off Road Racing Association and marked not negotiable.

The organizers reserve the right to refuse any entry in accordance with the provisions of NCR 83. Withdrawal of entries is by written advice only which must be received by the Event Secretary no later than 6pm Friday 13th May 2011.  

Running Details

Competition is scheduled to commence at 9.00am, with the prologue which will consist of two laps of the prologue course on Saturday the 14th May 2011. One car will start, then the second car will start after the first car has done 11/2 laps, so there will be two cars on the track at one time. There will be 4 sections of racing on the 4.5km circuit. Each section will be 14 laps. There will be a 30 min break between each section.

Practice

There will be no practice prior to competition.

 Starting Order

The starting order will be determined by the prologue.
Refueling

Refueling & service is to be carried out in the designated pit area. With the vehicle stationary, the engine switched off and competitors and crew out of vehicle, and as detailed in the Off Road Standing Regulation 4.6.

Make sure the refueling person has the correct attire.

Timing

Timing will be to the elapsed second, expressed in hours minutes seconds using 24 hour system. Vehicles will be timed as their front wheels pass the timing marker adjacent to timing HQ at the Start/finish line.

The results for the event will be determined by the total elapsed time taken by each vehicle for all sections of the event, to which are added any penalties. Digital stopwatch will be the principal timing method. Competitors are not to approach the timing headquarters at any time.

Finishers

To qualify as a finisher for the event, a competitor must complete a minimum of 70% of the class leader’s race distance.

Competitor Briefing

All Nominated competing crew member in each car must attend the compulsory briefing which will be held at Event Headquaters at 9.00am 

An attendance register to vertify attendance must be signed by all competitors.

Crew Eligibility

Financial members of CAMS affiliated clubs are invited to compete. Drivers must be 14 years of age or over. 

Vehicle Eligibility

All vehicles must comply with the requirements of the Off Road General Regulations and Off Road Specific Regulations of the 2011 CAMS Manual. Fuel shall comply with Schedule G of the 2011 CAMS Manual. The event is open to off road vehicles in the classes described in table. Note that classes will be grouped together dependant on the number of entries received. If less than 3 entries is received in any class, then that class may be amalgamated with another class at the discretion of the organizers.
Licence Requirements

All competitors, drivers, co-drivers and navigators must hold and produce a current and valid CAMS National Off Road Licence (also civil drivers licence/driver only) and vehicle Logbook, NO or NON or superior or in the case of junior participants, an NOJ or NONJ. A single Event Only Licence NONSE is available for use in this event at $80.00 issued by the Event Secretary on the day.

Crew and Crew Changes
A maximum of 4 competing crewmembers is allowed per 2-seater competition vehicle. Driver No. 1 must start the race and complete at least 50% of the race. The third and fourth nominated crewmember is not permitted to drive the vehicle. Single seat vehicles may have a maximum of 2 competing crewmembers. Navigators are not compulsory at this event. 
Parental Consent

If any entrant or competitor is under 18 years of age, the consent of his/her parent or legal guardian must appear on the entry form.

 Competition Numbers

Competitors are required to use their permanent club competition numbers. Any vehicle, which has been allocated a CAMS permanent competition number, will take precedence over any other competitor wishing to use the same number. Competition numbers must comply with General Requirements 29 for Off Road Vehicles www.camsmanual.com.au 
Numbered roof fins are compulsory.

Impounding

The Organizers reserve the right to impound any vehicle after the Event in order to verify its compliance with the declared specifications. Any costs incurred by such examination shall be the liability of the competitor concerned.

Postponement Abandonment or Cancellation

The Organizing committee reserves the right to alter, postpone or cancel the Event at any point in accordance with the National Competition Regulations of CAMS. NCR 59.

Insurance

Public Risk Insurance has been affected by the Promoters. CAMS Personal Accident Insurance cover will be provided for drivers, co-drivers, navigators and nominated pit crew members. For further details, see Appendix I of the 2011 CAMS Manual.
Hot Works Area

Within the pit area a ‘hot work area’ will be set aside exclusively for welding, grinding and other similar hazardous activities. Such activities are prohibited outside this designated area. Failure to adhere to this will have severe penalties.

Safety

Competitors should be conversant with General Requirements for Cars and Drivers of the 2011 Cams Manual and in particular schedules A, B and D. All vehicles must be adequately muffled to comply with noise restrictions.

Scrutiny

All competing vehicles are required to be presented for scrutiny at 8.00am on Saturday 14th May 2011. Competition apparel, helmets, CAMS off road competition licence, civil driving licence, CAMS vehicle logbooks and current affiliated club membership cards/receipt must all be present at scrutiny.

Penalties

As per CAMS 2011 Manual of Motor Sport.

Judges of Fact

All officials shall be deemed Judges of Fact; their decisions cannot be the subject of a protest. 

Protests

Protests shall be in accordance with Part XII of the CAMS Manual.

Prohibited substances

During the event, consumption of alcoholic beverages in the paddock, pits or any other portion of the competition venue under the control of the officials is expressly forbidden until all practice or competition activity is concluded for each day. Any driver or crew member that is found to be affected by alcohol on the day of the event or practice therefore shall not be permitted to participate. Refer NCR 145A of the current CAMS Manual. In addition the person concerned will be subject to the Articles of the Procedure Alcohol Testing and CAMS Drugs in Sport Policy. Competitors, crews or officials may be tested for alcohol or other drugs at any time during the event(s). 

 Awards

Trophies will be awarded for each class winner, First Second and Third place getters, provided there are sufficient entries to form a class, and to the Navigator who has travelled the most distance, Also an Outright Winners Trophy.

  General

Pit Speed limit is 10km/h

A speed limit of 10km/h must be observed on the property at all times whilst not competing or doing practice, Breaches of this regulation will result in exclusion from the event.

No persons other than the Officials, accredited Media or competitors will be permitted on the course, except with the permission from Clerk of Course.

The event organizers will provide recovery throughout the event.
